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Ruthie Abeliovich is Assistant Professor of Theatre Studies, currently at the University of Haifa and
from January 2023 at Tel Aviv University. Abeliovich’s research focuses on modern Jewish theatre, in
its multiligual )Yiddish and Hebrew( contexts. She is the author of Possessed Voices: Aural Remains
from Modernist Hebrew Theatre, and has published articles in the journals TDR, Theatre Journal,
Performance-Research, Theatre Research International, Journal of Classical Sociology. Currently,
Abeliovich leads a 5-year large scale research project, funded by the European Research Council
(ERC), focusing on the themes, forms and practices of the popular Yiddish theatre (1880-1920).

Buddhist motifs in Poland; Kashubian literature. Reconnaissance. Co-editor of the publishing series
"Wielkie Pomorze". Editor of collective works on the work of Shalom Asz, volumes of studies on the
sacred in literature, collective works on ecology in the humanistic discourse. Editor-in-chief of the
"Bulletin of the Kashubian Language Council", thematic editor of "Acta Cassubiana" and the annual
"Nasze Pomorze". Scholarship holder of the Foundation for Polish Science. Contractor of research
tasks in the projects of the National Science Center, the National Program for the Development of
Humanities and the Ministry of the Interior and Administration. Member of the Committee on
Literature of the Polish Academy of Sciences, The Society for the Study of the Multi-Ethnic
Literatures of the World, the Kashubian Institute and the Kashubian Language Council

Agata Dabrowska is an Assistant Professor at the Faculty of International and Political Studies at the
University of Lodz, scholarship holder, incl. Foundation for Polish Science, Rothschild Foundation
Hanadiv Europe and the Norwegian Council of Science, author of several articles and book chapters
devoted to the reception of Polish-Jewish relations and Yiddish theater in Poland (incl. The Wandering
Star. The Life and Work of Abraham Morewski, Theatrical Activity of Jewish Elites in Occupied
Poland in 1939-1945 or “My Life, My Theater &quot;. The Voice of Ida Kaminska on the War, the
Holocaust and the March Events) and the editor of Polish Shakespearean Bibliography 2001-2010,
currently she finishes her book devoted to Shakespearean inspirations in Yiddish theater in Poland in
the context of Jewish-Polish, Polish-Jewish and Jewish-Jewish relations.

Anna Nienartowicz is a Ph.D. candidate at the Taube Department of Jewish Studies at the University
of Wroclaw, where she has been working on a thesis entitled “Theatre and Film Activity of Turkow
Brothers in the years 1916-1939 against the background of the Yiddish culture changes™ under the
supervision of prof. Joanna Degler (Lisek). She studied Yiddish at the Maison de la culture Yiddish
Medem in Paris (immersion programme) and at the Vilnius Summer Programme. Fellow of The
Rothschild Foundation. Her scientific interests concern modern Jewish culture, Jewish theater in inter-
war Poland, Polish-Jewish cultural contacts in the 20th Century.

Prize laureate. Her publications include translations and commentary of Yiddish poetry from the Shoah
(Stowa posrod nocy. Poetyckie dokumenty Holokaustu, 2012) and a study of the post-war Jewish
intelligentsia in Poland (Zerwana przesztos¢. Powojenne srodowisko inteligencji tworczej. Pomoc
materialna i organizacyjna ze strony CKZP, 2017). She is also one of the translators and editors of the
complete edition of the Ringelblum Archive in Polish. Since 2018 she has taken part in a long-term
scientific project, which aims to create a virtual encyclopedia of the Warsaw ghetto.

Jakub Parnes is an assistant professor at the Department of Communication Design and Analysis at
the University of Economics In Katowice. His research focuses on political communication and media
content analysis. He was awarded by the National Broadcasting Council and the University of
Warsaw as the author of the best scientific work in the field of electronic media in Poland.

Joel Berkowitz is Professor of English and Director of the Stahl Center for Jewish Studies at the
University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. A historian of the Yiddish theatre, translator of Yiddish drama,
and dramaturg, he is the author of Shakespeare on the American Yiddish Stage, editor of Yiddish
Theatre: New Approaches, and co-editor of Landmark Yiddish Plays: A Critical Anthology and
Inventing the Modern Yiddish Stage. He is the co-founder, with Debra Caplan, of the Digital Yiddish
Theatre Project.

Paula Ansaldo is a theatre historian who specializes in Latin American Jewish theatre and culture. She
received her Ph.D. in History and Theory of Arts at the University of Buenos Aires (UBA). She holds
a Postdoctoral Research Fellowship at the Institute of Performing Arts and teaches Theatre History at
the Faculty of Philosophy and Literature of the University of Buenos Aires. She has co-published the
books Independent Theatre: History and Present (Buenos Aires: Ediciones del CCC, 2017) and
Perspectives on Theater Directing: Theory, History, and Poetics (Cérdoba: National University of
Cordoba Press, 2021), and her articles have appeared in Latin American Theatre Review, Revista
Brasileira de Estudos da Presencga, Nuevo Mundo Mundos Nuevos and Anagnorisis. Her research has
been supported by grants from the National Council for Scientific Research of Argentina (CONICET),
Fordham University-New York Public Library, Coimbra Group Universities, YIVO Institute for
Jewish Research, American Philosophical Society, and the Memorial Foundation for Jewish Culture.
In 2023, she will be a Harry Starr Fellow in Judaica at Harvard University.



Amanda (Miryem-Khaye) Seigel is a Yiddish singer and scholar, and co-editor (with Alyssa Quint)
of the forthcoming Women on the Yiddish Stage (Legenda). She received YIVO’s Joseph Kremen
Memorial Fellowship for her research project The Broder Singers: Forerunners of the Yiddish Theater.
Miryem-Khaye has performed internationally, and released a CD, “Toyznt tamen=A thousand
flavors”, in 2015.

Rachel Merrill Moss is currently a Lecturer in Boston University's School of Theatre. She earned her
doctorate in Theatre and Drama from Northwestern University, with research supported by a Fulbright
fellowship to Poland. Rachel's monograph, “Chosen Peoples: Performances of Jewishness in Poland,
1918-2018” and ongoing research examines how shifting representations of Jewishness from the
interwar to post-communist periods engage with changing modes of national identity formation,
politics, and memory work. In 2022, Rachel was awarded the New Scholars' Prize from the
International Federation for Theatre Research for her paper, "The Theatre of Jewish Absence in
Poland." She is co-editor with Debra Caplan of The Dybbuk Century: The Jewish Play that Possessed
the World (Fall 2023, University of Michigan Press).

Katarzyna Kwapisz Williams is Deputy Director at the Centre for European Studies, Australian
National University. Before joining the ANU, she was Assistant Professor at the Faculty of
International Studies and Politics, University of Lodz (Poland). Her research focuses on migrant
cultures and diaspora, particularly life narratives, issues of displacement and transcultural
experience. She is also interested in memory studies, memorialization and the politics of memory.
She has published extensively on European diasporic literatures and cultures in Australia, and is
currently working on a book on the nexus between migration, memory and identity.
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Monika Krawczyk - since 2021 - Director of The Emanuel Ringelblum Jewish Historical Institute in
Warsaw. Between 20042019 she was the CEO of the Foundation for Preservation of Jewish Heritage
in Poland (FODZ) and a Lawyer in her independent Law Office. She is a Chairwomen of Council of
Auschwitz Museum, and member of the International Educational Board on Auschwitz and the
Holocaust (since 2022). Started her professional carrier as lawyer, between 1997-2003 she worked for
CMS Cameron McKenna international Law Firm in Warsaw office in the Property Finance
Department. Between 1999-2020 she was a member of the Governmental Regulatory Commission on
Jewish Property Restitution. She was President of Union of Jewish Communities in Poland (2019-
2022), serves as a member of the Council of Union of Jewish Communities in Poland (2018-2022).
She graduated the legal studies in Warsaw University (1997), studied also law in University of Toledo,
USA (1998-1999), and Jewish Studies in Pardes Institue of Jewish Studies in Jerusalem, Israel (2003-
2004), as well as in Yeshiva Maharat, New York USA (2020-2021). She is an author on numerous
publications on Jewish-Polish relation, Jewish historical heritage, and speaker on those topics in many
national and international forums.

Estelle Rozinski is a multimedia artist, educator and curator. She is a graduate in Fine Arts from the
University of NSW and is currently a candidate in the Masters of Curating and Cultural Leadership-
Estelle’s current work as a curator focuses on community, present and past. The present explores
community in the Australian context through the lens of Indigenous, Hindu, Jewish and Korean artists.
These explorations have evolved through a series of exhibitions beginning with ‘We Dream We
Speak’. Estelle’s exploration of the past focuses on a Polish Jewish context and her passion for



exploring Jewish stories from before 1939. Her interactive exhibition, ‘The Missing Mezzuzot of
Zdunska Wola’, in the town of her great grandparents, is now a permanent installation in Poland.
‘...and he taught the canaries to sing’ is a suite of 6 short animations told through a child’s lens,
illuminating and celebrating pre-war Polish Jewish life. She has just launched a children’s picture book
‘The Healer’, taken from the animation of the same name, which shares anecdotal moments of her
mother Sara’s visits to her grandparents’ home in the small town of Zdunska Wola before 1939.

Ian Maxwell is Associate Professor in Discipline of Theatre and Performance Studies at THE
UNIVERSITY OF SYDNEY. He has published extensively on a range of topics, including his 2003
book, "Phat Beats, Dope Rhymes": Hip Hop Down Under Comin' Upper (Wesleyan). He is currently
completing a book on Jerzy Grotowski and Australia, and has completed a collected volume on the
Terezin/Thereisenstadt to be published next year. He is President of the Australasian Association for
Theatre, Drama and Performance Studies and a Vice-President of Performance Studies international.

Galit Klas is an award-winning writer, director, performer. As the founding Artistic Director of
Kadimah Yiddish Theatre in Melbourne, Galit created Yiddish Theatre Productions including Fun
Yener Zayt Lid, The Cantor, Yiddish Divas, The Ghetto Cabaret which was nominated for four Green
Room Awards and won two, Durkh a Modne Gloz, which was nominated for four Green Room
Awards and won Best Innovation in Cabaret. Most recently, Galit created and performed '/50 years of
Yiddish Musicals' for the Jewish International Film Festival.
